Perl Environment Variables:

The two debugging Perl environment variables are:

export PERL5OPT=-d 

export PERL5DB='exit 0'

The first causes Perl to start up in debugger mode, and any code supplied with PERL5DB is eval'ed before the debugger starts up. Thus the combination of the two causes the trigger (or any perl script) to exit instantly! You could put any code there, e.g. PERL5DB='system "rm -rf $HOME"'. The only way to close this loophole is to run perl with the -T flag. This runs in "taint" mode which is much stricter security and takes some getting used to. It's documented in "man perlsec".


Xlsvtree Undocumented Options:
Provided by Jim Herron
xclearcase has several undocumented options, including the ability to invoke a graphical vtree in a mode that displays view-tags above the version the view selects. run "xclearcase -help" to see the options. You can guess the meaning of most. xlsvtree can be invoked directly with the same options as "xclearcase -vtree". Thus the following are equivalent:

xclearcase -vtree -tag rel1 foo.c 

xlsvtree -tag rel1 foo.c

Both will display the text "rel1" above the version selected by rel1.
